That’s when Justin’s aunt told him about our
Gateway Program, and he came here determined
to get clean and rebuild his life.

Justin was initially skeptical about the daily
routine of life skills classes and Bible studies. But
then God began to work in his heart, and he soon
gave his life to Christ.

“When I first got here, I was kind of selfish and
broken in the center. But now I’'m around people who
love me and are giving me tools I can put into my little
toolbox for life.”

Today, Justin is grateful for the support he has found
from his new church family, as well as his brothers
and sisters at the Mission. He is training for his forklift
operator’s license, and is excited to see what the future
holds.

Now | have
God on my side - He brought me this
far and | know He’ll take care of me!
